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To design, supply, install and commission seven solar thermal systems for five new build office
complexes.
To meet a 10 % Renewable’s criteria, in accordance with the Simplified Building Energy Model 
(SBEM).

Working in partnership with the main building 
contractor and with the mechanical services 
contractor SOL2O installed seven individual solar 
systems, pre heat buffer systems and controls.

The solar arrays range from 9m² to 21m², with 
pre heat buffer vessels ranging 750 to 1700 
litres.

Particular attention was given to the design, 
installation and integration of the solar thermal 
collectors and frames to ensure that the solar 
thermal system would work with a standing 
seam roof.

The consideration of Health and Safety was also 
a main factor in the design to make sure that 
there was safe access on the roof for installation
and any future maintenance of the system.

To ensure there was no delay in the project and 
the work was to the highest standard SOL2O 
carried out daily supervision and held regular 
project meetings with the contractors.
Health and Safety was also monitored on a
regular basis by our in house management team.

Cobalt Business Park have now met the 10% 
Renewable’s criteria for commercial properties.

Each individual office block will now benefit from 
up to 60% of the annual hot water being 
provided by Solar Thermal technology, reducing 
their carbon emissions by around 10.5
tonnes a year.

The work carried out at the Cobalt has a 
one-year warranty period. This warranty 
work is dealt with by a dedicated
maintenance division, which means we can 
confidently resolve any issue or problem 
that may arise as efficiently as possible
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
